Academic Awards Ceremonies

Alconbury Middle High School will hold it first quarter award ceremonies on November 13th in the school small gymnasium. A grade lower than a C in any class, however, disqualifies a student from the Honor Roll.   
 

The Principal’s Honor Roll will be presented to students that earned a GPA of 4.0 or higher.  Students receiving the Principal’s Honor Roll must also have an A in each class. 
 

Academic letters will be awarded to students who meet the following criteria:
 

· Earn a 3.400 grade point average for two consecutive semesters while enrolled at Alconbury. 

· Credit must be earned in a minimum of six full credit courses each semester. 

· Students in grades 9-12 who meet these criteria will earn an eight-inch chenille letter and students in grades 7-8 will earn a six-inch chenille letter.
