Information on the PSAT, SAT I/II, ACT, 

AP Tests, and Terra Nova Testing

The Guidance Counselor  is the coordinator for the SAT I/II and ACT.  She will also  work with the juniors and as coordinator for the PSAT.


All exams begin at 8:00 a.m., but students should arrive by 7:55 a.m. with two pencils, calculator, ID or passport, water, and snacks.  
SAT I


Scholastic Aptitude Test I measure students’ reasoning and academic strengths compared with those of approximately two million college bound students.  Because courses and grading standards vary widely from school to school, scores on standardized tests help colleges compare students’ academic achievements.  The test takes approximately three hours, and tests verbal, mathematical, and writing skills.  Results are returned within approximately six weeks.


SAT will require 3 hours and 45 minutes testing time and will cost $41.50.
SAT II


SAT II’s are subject tests that measure students’ knowledge and skills in a particular subject and their ability to apply that knowledge.  Each test takes one hour and fees vary by exam.  The SAT II cannot be taken on the same day as the SAT I.  Check with your college to determine if you need to take one or more of these exams.  You may take up to three exams on the same day.  


After a student registers for SAT I or SAT II, a ticket for entrance into the test session will be e-mailed to the student.  BRING this ticket to the exam.  If you don’t receive one in the mail, check with Ms. Menter. the Monday before the exam to see if you are listed on her online sheet of those allowed entrance to take the test.

PSAT

Peliminary Scholastic Aptitude Test is an exam that measures academic strengths in Math. English and Writing Skills.  DoDDS recommends taking the PSAT for juniors and requires all sophomores to take the PSAT. The PSAT can be taken by 9th graders on space available to practice for taking the SAT I.  The only date it is given is on Wednesday, Oct. 15th, from 8-11:30 a.m. Register with counselors.  There is no cost for sophomores or juniors. Freshman wanting to take the PSAT must pay $12.  Checks should be made out to Alconbury High School.
ACT


American College Test is an exam that some colleges require for assessing the achievement level of the students for entrance.  The ACT measure math, reading, writing, and social study skills.

TERRA NOVA


The Terra Nova is a test of basic skills in reading, language arts, math, science, and social studies that is taken by grades6,7, 8, 9, 10, and 11.  It is taken in the second week of March, and results are mailed to us in late May.

AP TESTS


Advanced Placement exams are subject tests that assess a student’s achievements in college level classes.  Students are required to take the AP exam or lose the honors grade point given for taking an AP class. DoDDS will cover the cost of taking the AP exam during the published exam time. Many colleges accept good score results and grant college credit for AP courses.  Students who choose to test at an alternate time will need to pay $40 for this test and notify Ms. Menter by March 15.
